SPECIAL ITEMS FROM HOME

WE BELIEVE

Children have the right to feel safe and happy while in care at the centre. We under-
stand that children may require a comforter from home to help with their settling into
care. We acknowledge that at times it is difficult fo remove a child’s item from home
and return it to home with the parent in the morning.

THEREFORE WE WILL

Discourage all children from bringing toys other than sleep comforter’'s to care. Chil-
dren’s own personal items/toys are NOT to be brought into the Centre, other than those
used for sleep-time or as comforters or books. This will avoid possible damage or loss for
which the Centre cannot take responsibility. This will also eliminate “competition” of
toys amongst children and stop other children asking to bring possessions. Special ar-
rangements can be made with staff in the case of “security” possessions.

Parents will be asked to take home any toys brought into the centre with the exception
of books which need to be clearly named.

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CHICKEN SOUP

Cooktop: high Cooking time: 35 minutes Serves: 6

Ingredients

1 - 2 Chicken Breasts

1 tablespoons fresh ginger
4 cups water

4 cups chicken stock

1 bunch bok choy

4 shallots, sliced

1 tablespoon soya sauce
2 seeded red capsicum
250 grams egg noodles
125 grams green peas

Method

Boil water and stock for ten minutes. Add
grated ginger and diced chicken and cook for
ten minutes. Remove chicken, add bok choy,
shallots, capsicum and soya sauce. Simmer until
the bok choy is tender, add noodles, peas and
chicken. When the noodles are cooked, serve
with crusty bread.

Options

The peppers can be omitted if children are being served.
