Staff have been and will be attending various professional training and development workshops over 

the past and upcoming months.  Kathryn and I attended a workshop on Popular Culture in Middle 

Childhood.  It covered topics such as the use of electronic devices (ie mobile phones, DSiõs), the     

music/DVDs/TV that children listen to/watch and the exposure to inappropriate material in the print 

media. There was much discussion about what is appropriate for the age groups represented in an 

oshc/vacation care setting and making policies to suit our service.

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OSHC news:Kathryn                                                                                                 Hi Parents and Carers,  

 I have recently taken on the role of Team Leader.  Most parents and carers would recognize                                

me as I have been working as a qualified staff member at OSHC for nearly two years.   I have                           

been working within the OSHC sector for nearly ten years, and have my Diploma of Childrenõs                                   

Services and I am also a qualified Junior Primary and Primary school teacher.   I also have a child                          

of my own, a little boy who is nearly two years old.   I enjoy sharing my ideas and experiences of                         

art, craft, cooking and games with the children.  

I will be at oshc Tuesday , Wednesday and either Thursday or Friday mornings and After School Monday to 

Wednesday and alternate Thursday and Friday.  

It is hard to believe that Term 2 is already upon us.   Please feel free to complete your feedback                                 

forms for Vacation care or provide us with any suggestions for activities, as this is the only way that we can try to 

provide activities that cater to the interests of the different children.   We have been continuing to incorporate 

the ideas and suggestions of the children into the program as much as possible.    We will be focusing on Motherõs 

Day in the coming weeks and we are trying to use as much of the materials that we have in our cupboards, as un-

fortunately we will have limited space once we move to the hall, and will not be able to take all our resources with 

us.  

This term the children will be participating in Active After School Communities on Monday and Wednesday after-

noons.  I will be taking the children for multi skill activities on Wednesdays for this term.   The older students,  

those in Years 4 to 7 will be having their activities for the first few weeks on the Monday and the Reception to 

year 3õs will have their activities on a Wednesday.  Halfway through the term this will swap and the younger group 

will have their activities on the Monday and the older students their activities on the Wednesday with me.   

The children have been enjoying the use of the ipod nano and speaker system that was purchased last term.   We 

encourage them to bring in any CDõs with appropriate content to be put on to the ipod. 

As yet we still do not have a definitive date for our move to the hall, but the staff have been busy preparing for 

the move with several working beeõs on the weekends, cleaning and organizing our resources.  We are also looking 

to sell some of the furniture ð cupboards, big blue storage units, computer desks.  If you are interested in any of 

these items please see Ranjana.   

Although the weather has begun to cool down a bit, the children are still required to wear a hat at OSHC when 

they are playing outdoors.   The children have been informed that they may bring a hat to OSHC to keep here.   It 

does not have to be a school hat and will be stored for only the use of the child that it belongs to.   

We are all looking forward to the coming term.
