Active After School Sports -  Term 3 2009  
 

Oshc will be participating in the 1.5 million sporting 
passes challenge  on Wednesday 26th August during the 

AFL Active After School session. 
 

This challenge is a joint project organised by the  
Australian Sports Commission and Diabetes  

 Australia who are asking children around the country to 
Turn to Sport for Good Health.  

 

The staff will record how many passes each child makes 
during the session and these will be collated as a group 

total and sent to the ASC with an overall goal of 1.5  
million passes (for each of the estimated number of  

Australians with Diabetes). 
 

You can help your child earn BONUS passes  in the 
two weeks from 17th to 28th August.  

Each child will be given a BONUS pass card to record all extra passes they make on the 
weekends, at home after school or during lunch/recess, so even if they donôt come to 

oshc on Wednesday they can contribute to our score. 
The pass card has ideas for the kinds of ñpassingò games that your child can play. 

 
When they are done, just sign their BONUS pass card and return it to oshc 

from Monday 31st.  
 

We encourage you to have some fun with your children and if you can help out on 
Wednesday 26th by being a pass recorder youôre welcome to come along!!
